Starting low and slow...
Å We begin exploring and unpicking smaller numbers to five in the first term. We investigate 

the composition of these numbers for example: 2+3=5, 3+2=5, 1+4=5, 4+1=5, 5+0=5 and 

0+5=5. 

Å We look for patterns in numbers to help us develop strategies when solving problems. We 

link shape and patterns to number.

Å We engage the children in very practical ôhands onõ Maths in small groups and afterwards 

the children will practise these tasks in provision time.

Å Once the children have a good solid foundation of number they can apply these skills as 

they learn about larger numbers.



What is Subitising ?

Subitising is instantly recognising the 
number which a group of objects are 

representing up to 5.

How you can help at home 

Number formation 

Å Model number writing and reading in different ways: Lists, 
tracing, birthday cards, buses, car number plates, front 
doors, recipes, in books, phones, in shops. 

Å Number hunts. 

Å Write in sand, with your finger on the carpet, paint, make 
numbers with play dough, on a whiteboard, on paper, post it 
notes, on a tablet.



How you can help at home 

Counting

Å Counting ðin everyday conversation, in play, steps, brushing                            
teeth, toys in the bath, tidying toys, shopping, sing number songs whilst 
out for a walk 

Å Subitising ðwith teddies, spoons, socks, natural materials 

Å Ordering numbers ðflashcards, post it notes, lining up toys 

Å Number bonds ðin the car, with teddies/toys 

Å Addition and subtraction ðinclude it in everyday conversation, cooking 



How you can help at home 

Shape and measure

Å 2D and 3D shapes ðin everyday conversation, shape hunts, 
shape pictures 

Å Patterns ðordering objects and toys, clapping/body 
percussion 

Å Weight, length, capacity, time ðlanguage focus whilst 
cooking, in the bath, in the sandpit, pouring drinks, talking 
about routines
